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LOADING

a) Set up your Amiga in the usual
fashion. Refer to your User's Manual
if required.

b) Switch on your monitor or television
and then your Amiga.

c) When the display prompts for a
Workbench Disk insert disk one. After
a few seconds the game will auto-
matically load.

NOTE: You will only need to use disk two
when the program asks for it at some point
in the game.

PROBLEMS

If you experience any problems with this
software:

a) Make sure you have followed the in-
structions correctly.

b) Please switch off your Amiga from the
mains & disconnect any external
drives or upgrades and try re-loading.

c) If problems persist, please try another
piece of software, that you know to
load and work. If this software still
loads and runs, then return the faul-
ty software to your dealer stating the
exact problem(s) encountered.

NOTE 1: Dungeon Quest contains digitis-
ed sounds. For the best results, connect
your Amiga to a stereo sound system.

NOTE 2: You can only use a mouse or the
keyboard to play this game. There are no
joystick facilities.

Damage could result to
speakers or other stereo components if
the sound is played back at excessively
high levels.

GAME PLAY

HOW TO PLAY: Dungeon Quest is a
mystery adventure game. You have to
solve the mystery by typing questions in
to the computer, and exploring the
mysterious medieval world that awaits.

MOVING AROUND: To move around,
you may either click on the ‘Direction
Compass’ on the lower-right hand por-
tion of the screen, or type the command
in the text area on the lower left hand side
of the screen. For example ‘Go north’,
‘north’, ‘n’ etc. All Commands such as:
‘lock door’, ‘search leaves’, ‘search’,
should be followed by pressing the
Return key.

LOADING/SAVING GAMES

To load or save a game type ‘load’ or
‘save’ on the command line. The game
will be saved to disk 1. When saving
please ensure that the disk is NOT write
protected otherwise an error will occur.
